AGE: Age is determined by age on day of Pageant (Jan 7%, 2012)

e Baby Miss —2-3 Years of Age ® Tiny Miss-4-6 Years of Age
e Little Miss-7-9 Years of Age ® Pre~Teen Miss-10-12 Years of Age
® Teen Miss-13-15 Years of Age ® Miss-16-21 Years of Age

RESIDENCE: There is no restriction on county of residence.

ENTRY/SPONSOR FEE: An entry fee of $35.00 must accompany application. Sponsors are optional and may be a
business, relative, friend, etc. Entry fee is non refundable if contestant drops out of pageant for any reason. Make checks
payable to Miss Country Sunshine.

OPITIONAL CATEGORIES: $15.00 for all four: Prettiest Eyes, Prettiest Hair, Prettiest Smile, and Best Dress.

ADVANCE TICKET: $5.00 each ($7.00 at door) Advance tickets may be purchased with the application. Tickets
purchased in advance will be held at the ticket table and may be picked up day of pageant (One ticket purchase gives you
access to all pageants however wristband cannot be removed—Wristband must also be worn on wrist they can not be carried,
pinned to clothing etc.) In order to receive the advance ticket price, tickets must be purchased at time application is returned.

RETURN CHECK FEE: A fee of $25.00 will be added to all return checks.
LATE APPLICATIONS: Late applications are only accepted with prior approval and have a $10.00 late fee.

RULES AND REGULATIONS:

Each age group is limited to the first twenty-five (25) contestants in each age group. Entries are accepted first come, first
serve, and no application will be accepted after the limit has been reached or the official deadline (Dec. 17 at 2:00 P.M)
without the prior approval and late fee.

DRESS-Contestants ages 2-6 may wear either a short or long pageant dress. Contestants ages 7-21 must wear a long-floor
length dress

MAKEUP Make up is discourage on younger contestants but may be worn if kept age appropriate. However regardless of
age no Flowers or other props are not to be worn or carried by contestants, this includes, wigs, hairpieces, flippers (Fake
teeth) Headbands, Tiaras. As well as NO body or hair glitter.

REIGNING TITLEHOLDERS May not crown and compete in the same year, however a reigning titleholder may opt not
to crown and compete only if she moves up to the next age group.

PHOTO a photo; preferably 4x6 should be included with application. Photo will be used for publication in Newspaper,
Photogenic Award, and People Choice Award.

JUDGING:

Baby Miss thru Tiny Miss is based on Beauty 60 % Poise 20% and Personality 20%

Little Miss and Pre ~ Teen Miss Beauty 60 % Poise and Personality 25 % and On Stage Question 15 % (Finalist Only)
Teen and Miss Nursery Capital Beauty in Evening Gown 60% Poise and Personality in Interview 25% and On Stage
Question (Finalist Only) 15%



DRESSING ROOM/BACKSTAGE RULES

No Visitors are allowed in hallway leading to or in the backstage area, this includes the dressing room, contestant needing
assistance dressing must come to the pageant dressed, or dress in another part of the school (Rest Rooms) Due to past
experiences in Back Stage/Dressing Room area, we have been forced to enact this rule. However Baby Miss contestants must
be assisted on stage and one parent only may remain back stage with them.

Cell phones are not allowed backstage if a contestant brings a cell phone backstage it will be held by a hostess and returned
to contestant after the pageant.

Contestant are responsible for items they bring backstage—Hostess will not hold, collect or save item brought in by the
contestant—Contestant is responsible for collecting items—Any item left behind will be discarded after the pageant.

Contestant/Parent is responsible for “clean —up” and keeping the area in which she uses clean.

Contestant is only to dress in designated area, and may not wonder about backstage. Contestant cannot leave backstage once
she is dressed, unless within a group accompanied by a hostess.

Contestant may not have “helpers” backstage; the pageant will have people in place to help contestant dress, touch up hair
and makeup-There is no need for additional non-pageant staff backstage.

Contestant cannot have any visitors backstage; any contestant with unauthorized visitors will be disqualified.
